Students transferring directly to Texas State University-San Marcos from a two-year 
college may elect to follow the Texas State catalog in effect at the time they entered the two-year 
college, or any subsequent catalog upon approval of the Dean of their College.

a. Reading: Successful completion of PHIL 1305 or its equivalent. 
b. Oral Communication: Successful completion of COMM 1310 or its equivalent. 
c. Written Communication: Grades of “C” or higher in ENG 1310 and 1320 or their 

equivalents. 
d. Critical Thinking: Successful completion of PHIL 1305 or its equivalent. 
e. Mathematics: A grade of “C” or higher in MATH 1315 or 1319 or 2417 or 2471 for 

Interdisciplinary Studies majors or successful completion of the mathematics requirement 
in the selected major for high school and all-level certificates.
